Writing: We will be looking at a range of 

persuasive texts to enable us to write our 

own persuasive speeches as if we were 

Queen Boudicca. This will involve lots of 

acting and role play too! 

Class 4 will write non chronological reports 

about an aspect of Roman life. They will 

watch video clips and powerpoints to 

gather information. 

We will also explore some popular Roman 

Myths. The class will discuss the characters 

and themes within these stories before 

creating their own mythical tale.  

Children will continue to practise writing 

fronted adverbials and add detail to their 

work using expanded noun phrases. They 

will write paragraphs around a theme.
